Session I ProjectsñFebruary 1 

Food/Cooking  Unit 1 project will start youth out 
with food preparation, shopping skills, food and 
kitchen safety. All this while having fun cooking in 
the kitchen. All cooking will be done in the CUMC 
kitchen facilities. You will also get to cook a      
designated item to enter into county fair         
competition in 2008. Ages 8-11 

Leathercraft project will teach young people how 
to use basic tools to create leather projects,  prac-
tice lacing, finishing and assembly of leather arti-
cles and keep records of costs and experiences. 
There will be the opportunity for each member to 
go on to complete the next unit immediately fol-
lowing this session if they wish. 
 
Heritage ArtsñQuilting projects will teach     
members the art of “patchworking” or quilting. All 
members will complete a quilting project that they 
will not only get to take home and use, but will 
also be submitted to the County Fair and possibly 
the Colorado State Fair for competition. Sewing 
machines are available for those who do not have 
access to one. This is a 12 week session, so you will 
not be able to enroll in a Session II project. Limit to 
4 people.  
 
Scrapbooking is a method of preserving memories 
that uses photographs, journaling, memorabilia 
and embellishments to create a layout that can be 
added to an album. Members will be required to 
complete six to ten pages for their 8 1/2 x 8 1/2 
or 12x12 album. There will be some additional 
costs required by the member depending on the 
amount of supplies they have at home. 
 
 

 
Session II ProjectsñMarch 28 
Coin Collecting is a fairly new project for us in 
Archuleta County. Mr. Joe Steele, who has been 
collecting coins professionally for more than 37 
years will be our project leader. Members will 
learn about condition and quality standards, what 
makes a coin rare, how to display coins in coin 
books, as well a what value to place on coins. 

Session II ProjectsñMarch 28 (CONT.) 
 
GPS Activities will include, learning how to use a 
GPS unit and Geocaching. There are several geo-
cache spots in our community that we will try to find 
with our GPS units—kind of like a treasure hunt. 
Now—don’t worry if you’ve never used a GPS.  
That’s what this project is suppose to do...teach you 
how to do those things while having a great time!  
We supply GPS units to members who need them, 
but if you have one bring it! 

Food/CookingñUnit 3 This unit is for member’s 
ages 11-18. This project is for those members who 
have some experience in food preparation. The 
foods used are those young, beginning cooks, espe-
cially enjoy preparing and eating. All cooking will 
be done in the CUMC kitchen facilities. You will also 
learn to prepare a designated item to enter into 
county fair competition in 2008.
